Widows Moving Forward 

Finance Report for September:  Our attendance for Septem-
ber averaged 763 per week. Our year to date average weekly 
attendance was 845.  Our monthly giving was $105,458.55 
(compared to our budgeted income for September of 
$165,577.15). Our total giving through September for 2017 
was $998,009.45.  That is $47,953.81 less than what we 
received for this time last year (that is a $20,000 improve-
ment over August).   
 

Your missional giving, in September for Mission of the 
Month going to Missions was $4,866.00.   In addition, you 
gave $7,972.00 to UMCOR to be used for the Hurricane 
victims of Harvey and Irma.
