It is hard to believe that Lent begins on February 10th (Ash Wednesday).  Lent is the 
time of 40 days prior to Easter where we reflect, repent, and restore our relationship 
with Jesus.   
 

We have a new sermon series, that is also a church wide Lenten Bible Study, based on 
the book Renegade Gospel:  The Rebel Jesus by Mike Slaughter. Current classes on 
Sunday and Wednesday will  study this book, and there will be other opportunities to 
join in a new study as well.  (Contact Barbara Odom bodom@phumc.net)  Rev.    
Slaughter is the lead pastor at Ginghamsburg Church, a United Methodist Church in 
Tipp, Ohio.  It is the fourth largest United Methodist Church in the United States and 
has over 5000 in worship every weekend. 
 

The sermons will be based on the scripture in the chapters.  I believe PHUMC is     
growing spiritually and ready to be challenged by some of what Slaughter says in his 
book.  He does not want us to be ócomfortable Christians.ô  He will say things in the 
book that will cause you to think.  He probably will say things with which you may not 
totally agree.  He pushes us to be radical in thinking about serving Jesus and making 
Him Lord of our life.  I encourage everyone to be part of a small group.  I guarantee you 
will be stretched and there will be a lot of discussion as part of each chapter.  May we 
seek to understand Slaughterôs ñradicalò comments as a way of growing in our faith. The 
back of Slaughterôs book says this:  ñJesus didnôt come to start a religion.  The rebel Je-
sus came with a renegade gospel to start a revolution.ò   
 

During this Lenten season may we grow in our faith.  Be willing to hear what may 
sound to us like óradicalô comments.  Peaceably and lovingly discuss those comments 
(even if we disagree).  But primarily may we embrace this Jesus who loved us so much 
He gave His all for us.   
 

I have a United Methodist colleague that continues to pray that individuals in his 
church have their lives ñwreckedò for Jesus.  Jesus should radically change who we are, 
how we think, and how we act. Are you ready to find out how you can follow the ñRebelò 
Jesus? 
 

Allow this season of Lent to penetrate your heart, ñwreckò your life, cause a órevolutionô 
in your soul, and realize that Christ has called us to be Kingdom people.
